You must apply to the FEI in advance for a TUE for any prohibited substance no later than 21 days prior to participation in an International event.





The form should be sent via the BEF no later than 28 days before an event.











You must apply to the FEI for a TUE retroactively, ie. once an anti-doping test has taken place.





NB. THE FEI will require you to undergo a Lung Function Test.

You must submit a Declaration of Use form to the FEI via the BEF and you must declare the use of the medication on the Doping Control Form every time you are tested.
